Cassi is now working in Guaymas,
Mexico at a local mission called Casa Franciscana. We received the following message from Cassi:

Thank you Brophy College Preparatory, DHL Express,
Landmark Aviation and Early Warning Services, LLC for

"Rosio, a lady around my age who is a social worker here, said of Mexico: It's dirty and poor, but the people are
beautiful. That about sums it up. The funny thing is that as poor as Guaymas is, they don't have "homeless" people.
There are people who have addiction issues and mental health problems who walk around the streets all day, but at

night, even they have homes to go to. When I tell people about what I did for a living, they are shocked that there
are homeless people in Phoenix. When [ said people sleep on the streets (calles), one guy said, no, you mean they
have to sleep on the floor (suelo). I said, no, I meant streets, outside, not inside, and they were all shocked."

If you have not yet visited the Human Services Campus in downtown Phoenix, you may also be shocked to learn that more
than 1,000 homeless individuals receive services in this area each day. St. Joseph the Worker is proud to be among a dedicated
group of service providers that are working to change this reality in Phoenix.
